






21 1239 SIXTH AVE. N. Built as a store and temporarily used as a 
residence by the Neuho� family in the 1890s, this structure also served 
as the Fehr Grocery. It has been completely renovated for use as a 
restaurant. Decorative brickwork delineates the �rst and second
�oors and is used again above the sheet metal cornice

22 1237 SIXTH AVE. N. The dentilled cornice and Tuscan columns are 
two of the many neo-Classical details of this handsome residence built in 1904
by Henry Neuho�. An earlier Neuho� residence was demolished to make way
for a larger residence for his wife and �ve children. The interior is handsomely 
�nished with interior wood moldings, mantles and other decorative details.

23 1235 SIXTH AVE. N. Most likely 
built in stages, this residence dates largely 
from 1870 and was, at that time, the home 
of Judge Burke. This house was renovated 
as a restaurant in 1995.

24 1230 SIXTH AVE. N. This simple 
vernacular brick residence was �rst listed 
on the tax rolls in 1850. Once in great 
disrepair, it was renovated in 1987, a 
project that included removing a later 
front porch and the rebuilding of 
a collapsed side porch.

25 1228 SIXTH AVE. N. Built in the 1870s, this 1-1/2 story residence
includes examples of both Queen Anne and Eastlake detailing in the decorative
gable shingles and stained glass window borders. It was renovated in 1984.

26 1229 SIXTH AVE. N.* Constructed in stages, the rear 1-1/2 story 
section was completed c1845 and originally faced west. In the 1880s the
Broadrick family constructed the three front rooms, adding a front porch 
and two additional rooms at various times after the turn-of-the-century.

27 1224 SIXTH AVE. N.* Built in 1889 by Dr. Manlove, a local physician,
this two story wood frame house features distinctive Victorian detailing and is
one of the few remaining frame houses of this size. It was renovated in 1982.

28 1223 SIXTH AVE. N. Built in 1860 
as Sawrie's Chapel, this mission for German-
speaking people became the High Street
Methodist Church in 1871. The present 
Monroe St. United Methodist Church was 
an o�-shoot of this church. The brick structure 
is still covered by its original stucco scored 
to resemble stone.

29 1221 SIXTH AVE. N . Renovated
in 1980 by the Nashville Board of Realtors 
as a demonstration project, this (c1850) �ve 
room shotgun worker cottage was originally 
built by the Mrzena family.

30 1218 SIXTH AVE. N. Dating from c1870, this house was owned by 
the Wallman family for almost 100 years. The house is unusual in that it 
sits directly on the public sidewalk, with no front yard.

31 1101 SIXTH AVE. N. Elliott School, designed by Marr and Holman
Architects and built in 1916, replaced an earlier school on this site. Typical of
early 20th century school design, it has paired Doric columns �anking the main
entrance and separate boys and girls entrances. Its use as a public school ended
in 1971. After being vacant for 24 years, it was renovated in 1995 for use as a
private school and program o�ces.

Germantown’s future is evident on Fifth Avenue North new 
residential and commercial structures are being developed..
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32 1213 FIFTH AVE. N. Renovated in 1989, this turn-of-the-century 
bungalow is simple and clean in design. Here we have one of the newer 
houses in the neighborhood standing next to one of the oldest

33 1215 FIFTH AVE. N.* One of the few homes to appear on the 1860 map
of Nashville, this house was built by George Ratterman, a noted downtown
businessman (who also donated the altar at the Church of the Assumption),
and his wife Eleanor Callahan. Once the center of Germantown and Nashville
social life, this house was built in 1848 in the Federal style and was later
enlarged and given the current elaborate facade featuring sheet metal hoods
over the windows and an elaborate cornice.  Behind this house stands
Germantown's only surviving carriage house, renovated in 1994 as 3 apart-
ments. The carriage house has also received a MHC preservation award.

34 1217 FIFTH AVE. N. Built as a speculative house by George Ratterman,
renovation was completed in 1986. This is a partial two-story brick shotgun
design (built c1875).  It features a handsome contemporary sunporch with a
beamed ceiling and skylights.

35 1223-1231 FIFTH AVE. N.*
Built as rental housing for German
immigrants by George Ratterman
around 1872, these �ve units are
the only remaining examples of 
row houses (actually two duplexes
and a single family residence).
Each unit features a small project-
ing porch with chamfered columns
and a side porch that has been enclosed with glass. 
The neighborhood revolving-fund was used to help 
with their renovations, completed in 1984.

36 1313 FOURTH AVE. N. Germantown’s only
example of a Romanesque Revival style town house
with its heavy stone trim, the house was built in
c1890. Equally unusual is the corner 
turret with its steep conical roof.

37 1316 FOURTH AVE. N. Another
example of Italianate detailing, this residence 
has a decorative cornice and elaborate sheet 
metal hoods over the windows.

38 1319 FOURTH AVE. N.* One of 
Germantown's earliest renovations, work 
was completed on this frame cottage in 
1982. The (c1870) house features typical 
Italianate detailing in its use of decorative 
brackets and window moldings. Prior to 
its renovation, the house had been 
abandoned and slated for demolition 
by the city.

39 1318-20 FOURTH AVE. N. One of Germantown’s newer historic 
buildings, this c1920 stone duplex has a markedly di�erent architectural style.

As you walk to Taylor St. and then back to Fifth Ave. N., you will notice
this block which has a mix of late19th century and early 20th century houses.

40 1404 FIFTH AVE. N. One of the oldest houses in the neighborhood, 
this brick raised cottage has simple exterior detailing. Unusual are its wide,
wood burning �replaces and the simple Greek Revival interior wood detailing.

41 1315 FIFTH AVE. N. This large brick residence with its elaborately
detailed front porch was built in the 1870s.  It was the residence of Jacob
Geiger, a noted stone mason who was in charge of building the Church 
of the Assumption.  The home features two stained glass windows and 
interesting exterior brackets.

42 510-512 MONROE ST.* These two workers cottages were used as motor
oil warehouses for many years until they were purchased and renovated in 1986.
510 has an early 20th-century 1-1/2 story frame add-on at the rear.

On the northeast corner of Monroe St. and Sixth Avenue North, in front  
of a new in�ll residence is a large stone on which is displayed the leaf-shaped
marker designating Historic Germantown an Arboretum.
